The title should be in capital letters in bold, centered and separated from the names of the authors by an empty line. The initials and surnames of the authors should be in italics and centered. After another blank line, the name of the institution, city, country, and email address of the presenting author are to be typed in normal direct font size 12 pt. with center alignment. In case the authors represent different organizations, superscript numbers should be used. Then, skip one line and type a short abstract (500-600 characters). Keywords are to be added through the line, no more than 5 phrases. Abstract and keywords should be justified. Paragraphs with abstract and keywords begin without indentation on the left. 

The text of the conference paper should be in English. All indentation and alignment should be made according to this template.

The maximum limit of the entire document along with illustrations, tables and a list of references is two A4 pages with margins: 2.5 cm left, 2 cm on all other sides. All text, including title and abstract, should be in 12 pt Times New Roman font with the line spacing 1.15.
The text should be typed in normal direct font and justified. At the beginning of each paragraph, 1 cm is indented. Word wrap is not allowed, pages are not enumerated. References to the literature are given in numbers in square brackets [1] in the order they appear in the text. The list of references is to be placed after the text and typed in Times New Roman font, size 10 pt at 1 interval, and drawn up according to the template. Please do not use automatic numbering. The first line indent is 0.7 cm.
You can insert one figure and one table in the file. Images should be made in grayscale (for a printed version of proceedings), you can also upload a color image for publication in electronic form on the conference website. JPG, TIFF, PNG formats are allowed, the image resolution should be no worse than 300 dpi. Figures and tables should be inserted into the text with captions. Additionally, figures should be uploaded as a separate file via Google form.
